 quarter also was the first quarter when PMI experienced financial 

independence from CNEC-PI, the major donor.  The impact had been felt first through 
the delay of the mandatory 13

th
 month pay of our faculty and staff due to significant 

reduction of donations.  Graduation from CNEC and quest for financial stability amidst 
global economic downturn indeed pose a tremendous challenge to our faith in God 
who promised to provide our needs.
